world’s largest, in June). As the city itself 
becomes a big, dynamic stage there’s only 
one thing for you to do – surrender to it.

Adelaide: UNESCO City of Music

Adelaide’s commitment to music in all its 
forms sees it honoured by UNESCO as the 
first and only designated UNESCO City 
of Music in Australia. Joining the likes of 
Liverpool, Kingston and Seville, Adelaide
