To mark the occasion, Perryman’s Bakery are hosting a 
community celebration on Saturday 11 October 2025 9.30am-1.30pm in a road 
closure outside the bakery.  

Community response to the event has been wonderful, and to ensure the enjoyment 
and safety of attendees, the event zone will be secured with a temporary closure of 
Tynte St, between Margaret St and Curtis St, on Saturday 11th October from 
7am – 3pm.
