
Pelzer Park/Pityarilla (Park 19) history
Pelzer Park offers fantastic walking trails and paths leading to 

accessible play spaces for kids and dogs, the beautiful Ponder 
Avenue and scenic picnic spots with barbeques, toilets and 

drinking fountains.

Kaurna Name
Pityarilla is the Kaurna name for this park, which means ‘marshmallow 

root place’ in the Kaurna language. The marshmallow plant was 
known as ngunna and its roots, which were eaten, as pityarra.

Pelzer Name
August Pelzer was one of the great planners of the Park Lands. He was 

born and educated in horticulture in Germany and worked as a City 
Gardener from 1899–1932. Since his passing he has been described as 

‘one of the leading authorities of arboriculture, floriculture and  
landscape gardening in Australia’.
